If you plan to attend the Chamber’s Monthly Business 
Luncheon, you must purchase a ticket for the event by 
Monday, September 30th. Event tickets are available 
online at www.swmcchamber.com.  Prospective partner and 
guest tickets are $20.00 per person, while current partners can 
purchase a discounted ticket at $15.00 per person. If your 
business purchased prepaid luncheon tickets, please email 
info@swmcchamber.com to reserve your seat(s).

Theodore-headquartered 
aluminum boat builder, Silver 
Ships, Inc., announced in 
September their opening of a 
second location. The new 
manufacturing warehouse is 
situated about a mile from the 
company’s original 95,000-
square-foot facility. The new 
site adds 16,500-square-feet of 
manufacturing space and 
18,500 square-feet of outfitting 
space above and beyond the 
original facilities. “Adding a 
second manufacturing location 
is a natural progression of our 
team’s work to support the 
growing workboat segment,” 

Steven Clarke, Silver Ships CEO said. The new footprint will 
serve as a metal warehouse and hold the design and 
engineering departments. Silver Ships will transport materials 
to the new locale this month to begin the build-out process, 
and anticipates hiring more employees during development.  

Locally owned Fast Trak DPF recently announced their official 
grand opening at its 1,800-square-foot diesel particulate filter
